� Georgia Legislature is now in session, & here are some 
pending education bills:  HB 881 - establishes an independent state-
level commission to develop and support Charter Schools - has 
passed the House; HB 1050 - Requires the state to fully fund the 
Quality Basic Education Act, the funding formula for public schools; 
HB 1057 - Requires $300 million/year be removed from the state's 
"rainy day fund" and given to school systems based on enrollment.  
Also requires school systems to implement a dollar-for-dollar 
rollback of school property taxes.
